PUBLIC SAFETY: Provides $5,105.7 million for border security cffores
coordinated tlirough thirteen state agencics, including the Texas Military
Department ($2,265.5 million), Ofhice of the Governor ($1,388.7 million)
and the Department of Public Safety ($1,194.6 million).

EDUCATION: HB 1 fully funds the Foundation School Program
(FSP) under current law, including increases of $3.2 billion to fund
projccted enrollment growth, $2 4 billion for increases in the goldcn
penny yicld, and $60.0 million for the New Instructional Facilitices
Allotment. HB1 also increases funding to districts and charter schools

for tcclinology and instructional materials lJy $307 million.

SCHOOL SAFETY: Increases ﬁinding for school saléty measures by
$1.4 billion ($300.0 million in HB 1 and $1.1 billion in SB 30), including

grants to districts and charter schools and new statewide initiatives.

TEACHER RETIREMENT SYSTEM: Includes $1.6 billion fora
onctime supplemental annuity payment for certain TRS retirees and
$3.4 billion to provide a cost-ofliving adjustment to cligible TRS retirees.
Additionally, HB 1 provides $588.5 million to TRS to maintain health
insurance premium increases below 10 percent cach year for TRS-Active

Care participants.

GULF COAST FUNDING: Provides the General Land Office
(GLO) $550.0 million in GR to provide funds to the Gulf Coast
Protection District and $60.0 million in GR-D ﬁiiiding to administer the
Coastal Erosion Planning and Response Act program to cxpand erosion

response projects studies.

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State Represcntativc Terri Leo Wilson was proud to vote and co-author lcgislativc cfforts in the following arcas of policy:

Public Education

HB 3: Ensures proper school safety oversight by the Texas Education
Agency (TEA) and along with the Texas School Safety Center, aligns
their roles and responsibilities to provide support and enforcement for
school safety rules. It also requires at least one armed security officer to be
present on campus to ensure the campus is monitored and protected. The
state will invest an annual $15,000 in new state dollars into every public

school campus for the required school safety measures.

HB 11: Improvcs the state’s teacher recruitment, preparation, and
retention policies through the allocation of $500 million for recruitment
and retention strategics, including apay increase for educators. The

bill furcher supports teachers by providing free public school pre-
kindergarten for children of Texas teachers. Additionally, itallocates $100
million for teachers who are practicinga year—long residency and carmarks
funds to hclp cover the costs of high performing Educator Preparation
Programs, Lastly, it waives all teacher and certification fees for any teacher

entering the field.

HB 13: Allocates more resources to mental and behavioral healch,
including training for educators to better detect signs ofnecessary mental
health intervention. Additionally, itaddresses school safety by increasing

the school safety allotment to $100 per student.

HB 100: Provides financial certainty to school districts for the
purposcs of-calculating their budgets by shiﬁing to an enrollment-based
system for most allotments in the state’s school finance system. The bill
invests $4.5 billion into the public school finance system and requires
districts to devote S0 percent of new moncy to educator and staff

pay. Additionally, the bill increases spccial education funding and the

transportation allotment.

HB 1605: Raises the bar for education in Texas by both improving
curriculum for students and increasing profcssional dcvclopmcnt
tools for teachers. It also addresses the issue in which a majority of
instructional materials used in the classroom do not meet grade—level
Texas Essential Knowledge & Skills (TEKS) standards. This lack of
suitable curricular resources inadequately prepares students, places a

gI‘C&tCI’ l)LerlCﬂ on SCll()()l tC‘J.CllCI’S, and creates barricrs l:()r parents to

review classroom content.

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Protection of Vulnerable Children

HB 900: Eliminates sexually explicic books from public school librarics
and protect Texas children from radical sexualization. In addition, book
vendors are held accountable for selling explicit content to schools.
Additionally vendors will be rcquired to rate the content of all books
sold to school districts. In the event scxually cxplicit materials are sold
to adistrict, the vendor will be required toissue a recall forall copies

of the material. Not only can parents know the titles of books with
sexually relevant content, but parents will be required to give written

consent fOI’ their children O access tllOSC bOOl{S.

HB 18: Requires online platl'orms to first obrain parental consent
before collecting and processing the dataof 13t0 17 year—olds in Texas.
The bill also provides parents with the tools they need to have more ofa
say over the way that cheir children’s data is shared, including the ability
to know what kind of dara is bcing collected and how they can delete

it. Parents would have a say on the ability to optout ol.algorithmic
targeting by online platforms. Lastly, the components of the bill

would be enforced through the Deceptive Trade Practices-Consumer

Protection Act.

Retired Teacher Benefits
SB 10: Delivers a cost-of-living adjustment (COLA) for Texas retired

teachers while maintaining the soundness of the Teacher Retirement
System pension fund. The bill does so by providing eligible retired
educators with a one-time, upfront cost—of—living increasc in 2024
based on years of retirement, with a $5,000 cash payment for the
state’s oldest retirees. Bcginning in2028,SB 10 supplics retired
teachers with an annual cost-of—living adjustment tied to TRS's

investment carnings.

Border Security & Fentanyl Crisis

HB 6: Delivers swift punishment for fentanyl-related crimes and raises/
creates pcnaltics for inaiiufacturing or delivcring fcntanyl in Texas.
Wich the growing fentanyl crisis at cricical levels, chis bill prioritizes the
safety of all Texans and addresses many of the issues highlighted by the

governor's One Pill Kills campaign.

HB 2127: Provides regulatory certainty by creating alevel playing field across
Texas. The bill prohibits acity from adopting, enforcing, or maintaining an

ord inance or I'lllC l:OI' matcters in Vv’lliCll thC statc has passcd laws.

HB 17: Enforces criminal laws uniformly across the state and prohibits
rogue district and county attorneys from announcing, adopting, or

implcmcnting policics that prevent or matcrially limit the enforcement

Texas House, for the 88th Leg/s’/dlw‘e.

State Taxes

HJR 132: Takes a proactive step in banning the State of Texas from ever

imposing an income tax on its citizens.

LEGISLATION AUTHORED & PASSED BY REPRESENTATIVE LEO WILSON

HCR 29: Designates the second to last week oprril as Texas
Christian Heritage Week. Texas will join Louisiana, Virginia,
West Virginia, and Wisonsin in recognizing a week that honors
our country’s Christian roots. Governor Ann Richards adopted a
gubernatorial proclamation in 1992, however, in the 31 years since,

Texas had not Ol)SCYVCd tllC WCCl(.

HCR 42: Designates Winnie, Texas as the official Rice Capital of
Texas. The grear state of Texas is the fifth largest producer of rice
in the United States, even though only a handful of Texas counties
grow and harvest that particular crop. Among those counties,
nobody harvests more rice than Chambers, and in Chambers
County, nobody celebrates that harvest more than Winnie. The
City of Winnie will hold ics fifey-fourth annual Texas Rice Festival
this upcoming October and we welcome all residents of House

District 23 to attend.

HB 2900: Cleaned up state code to ensure that the Trinity Bay
Conservation District maintains scparate funds for drainage and

Watcr/scwage services.

HB 3097: Removed red—tape that slowed the rate in which our local
cities could disburse funding to mitigate disaster recovery in the

event of a natural disaster. In the event of another hurricane, this

will greatly reduce how quicl(ly cities can get funding authorized

and mobilized to support our coastal community.

HB 5309: Removed an obscure section of code that rcquired the
Galveston Juvenile Justice Board to meet more frequently than
otherjuvenilejustice boards across the state. The board is now on
par with every other board and is not required to hold unnecessary

meetings unless l’]CCClCd to ClO SO.

SB 1725 (HB 3415): Allows first-time offenders who go through

a county’s alcohol docket to get the entirety ofa signle incident
expunged. Previously the law would sight aminor in possession

of alcohol with three different charges. The law allowed for the
minor to not be penalizcd with the condition that thcy finish
programming, however, it only allowed the waiver of one charge.
Moving forward the entire incident will be expunged and the child

will receive their second chance at mal(ing better decisions.

Additionally, HB 1929 which did not pass as its own bill was
amended into HB 4087. The amended bill allows the residents of
the Bolivar Peninsula to use acrobic septic systems if the appropriate
permits are obtained. This bill is crucial to the development and the
infrastructure of utilities on the fast growing communities within

the Bolivar Peninsula.

HJR 2: The constitutional amendment authorizing the 88th
Legislature to provide a cost—of—living adjustment to certain

annuitants of the Teacher Retirement System of Texas.

HJR 3: The constitutional amendment relating to the Texas
University Fund, which provides Funding to certain institutions of
higher education to achieve national prominence as major research

universities and drive the state cconomy.

HJR 107: The constitutional amendment to increase the mandatory

age of retirement for state justices andjudges.

HJR 125: The constitutional amendment creating the broadband
infrastructure fund to expand high-spced broadband access and

assistin the ﬁnancing of connectivity projects.

HJR 126: The constitutional amendment protecting the right to
engage in farming, ranching, timber production, horticulture, and

wildlife management.

HJR 132: The constitutional amendment prohibiting the imposition
ofan individual wealth or net worth tax, including ataxonthe

difference between the assets and liabilities of an individual or family.

HJR 134: The constitutional amendment providing for the

abolition of the office ofcounty treasurer in Galveston County.

SJR 87: The constitutional amendment to authorize the legislature
to exempt from ad valorem taxation cquipment or inventory held
by amanufacturer of medical or biomedical products to protect the

Texas hcalthcare HCI’.WOI’l( and strengthcn our medical supply chain.

SJR 93: The constitutional amendment providing for the creation
of the Texas energy fund to support the construction, maintenance,

modernization, and operation of electric gcncrating facilities.
